WG8 asks SC17 to follow its proposal how to deal with multiple amendments, which is: whenever two published amendments to a related standard will be available, WG8 will editorially merge those amendment texts with the related main standard or a part of it and will ask the SC17 Secretariat for fast-track the new main standard.
